A MESSAGE FROM YOUR VIOLATIONS OFFICER 

Howdy friends and neighbors of Spring Lake. Well, we have gone thru the month of February and getting ready 
for the 12 hours of Sebring race that will be held on the 18th of March.  March has several activities coming up. 
The first thing is spring cleaning. Second, is getting your spring landscape and gardening started.  Replacing all 
items that were damaged or worn out needs to be attended to. Hopefully it will cool off with some much-needed 
rain.  

ATTENTION: Residents of Spring Lake: please read the homeowners restrictions online. Go to 
www.springlakepropertyassociation and read them. When you rented or purchased your new home in Spring 
Lake, you agreed to abide by the Homeowners Association restrictions. This cooperative effort provides a better 
place to live and enjoy the rural area of Spring Lake.  

WHEN DO YOU NEED A PERMIT: Go to springlakepropertyassocion.com and read the regulations and 
requirements when changing your property. 

1.We are still getting several complaints about people driving too fast in our neighborhoods where children are 
playing. The speed limit for Spring Lake is 25 miles per hour except for Duane Palmer, which is 35 miles per 
hour. PLEASE SLOW DOWN BEFORE IT IS TOO LATE.  

2. PLEASE DO NOT PUT YOUR YARD WASTE OR BULK WASTE ON THE STREET CURB UNTIL 
THURSDAY FOR FRIDAYôS PICKUP.   

3. Waste Connections ï (863-655-0005) Timing in putting out yard waste and Household waste should be 
according to the calendar. They will not pick up any yard waste that is not cut to length and bundled or put in a 
trash can. They will not pick up any garbage cans that are too full.  Check Waste Connections Calendar for which 
week bulk or yard waste will be picked up. 

4. Several residents own small utility trailers and boats. These trailers and boats cannot be parked in your yard 
or in your driveway. These trailers and boats must be put in storage, in your garage or behind a solid fence so 
that the trailer or boat cannot be seen. 

5. Be aware that vacant lots are private property. It is illegal to trespass or park a vehicle on any vacant lots 
without the express written permission of the property owner.  Please do not cut across the empty lots just 
to save a block or two. 

6.  While I was driving around Spring Lake this past month, I noticed several dogs running loose in yards and on 
the streets. All dogs must be on a leash and attended to if they are on the street or in public.  Another issue that 
I have been approached about is barking dogs.  If a dog barks longer than ten minutes, you may call the Animal 
Control and make a complaint to them.  Their phone number is (863) 402-6730. 

  I want to thank you for a job well done. We could get even better if we would use some common sense and just 
get on a schedule and stick with it. I do not like writing citations any better than you like receiving them. If we all 
worked together and do our part, we could make a difference and make Spring Lake a better place to live. Feel 
free to call the office or myself anytime with your questions or concerns. If we all put fourth some effort and help 
one another out, be neighborly and friendly Spring Lake would be a great place to raise a family and live life to 
its fullest.

ANIMAL ISSUES 

The HOA office deals with violations of deed restrictions and, although, animal issues are considered a nuisance, 
we do not have any authority to correct or cite for these types of problems.  If you are experiencing issues with 
a domestic or wild animal and need help, please contact Animal Control at (863) 402-6730.  This includes 
barking dogs, unleashed pets, pet owners that do not clean up after their pet, wild pig problems, and an over-
abundance of pets.  Animal Control is the agency that deals with these issues and are there to help you. 

A dog barking continuously for 10 minutes or longer, or intermittently for one-half hour or more is a code 
enforcement violation.  This is how that ordinance reads: 

Taken from Highlands County Code of Ordinances; Article III Noise Control; Chapter 5.6 

ñé. It shall be a violation of this section for the owner or custodian of any dog to allow that dog to bark, bay, cry, 
howl or make any other similar noise continuously for a period of ten minutes or bark intermittently for one-half 
hour or more to the disturbance of any person at any time, day or night, regardless of whether the dog is 
physically situated in or upon private property.ò 

If you are experiencing problems with a barking dog, please call Code Enforcement at (863) 402-6641 and file 
a complaint with them. 

 
If you receive a violation letter about a blue tarp, please keep in mind that notifications are only sent to those 
whose tarps are torn, tattered and blowing in the wind.   It is, basically, just a request for you to fix the tarp. 

 

 

 

HIGHLANDS COUNTY ANIMAL REGULATIONS 
Å In 2021, the County enacted a new law on dog tethering (Ordinance No. 21-22-03, Amendment to Chapter 
4.5, Animal and Fowl, Article II) that states: 
¶ No chaining/tethering a dog for longer than 4 hours at any time or for more than 8 hours in a 24-hour 

period. 
¶ No dog under 6 months old can be tethered for any period of time, unless in the immediate supervision 

of an individual capable of helping the animal in case of an emergency. 
¶ When tethered, an unattended dog must be wearing a properly fitting harness or collar. 
¶ When tethered, a dog must have access to water and proper shelter at all times. 
¶ At no time may a dog be tethered in a manner that is dangerous to the dog. 

Repeated violation of these rules can lead to a 60-day jail sentence and a $500 fine. Please be aware of these 
rules and treat your dogs accordingly. 
 
Å All dogs and cats 4 months of age and over must be vaccinated against rabies by a licensed veterinarian. 
Owners must purchase a valid license tag for each dog or cat so vaccinated. Both dogs and cats must wear a 
collar with the valid license tag at all times or be implanted with a RFID microchip. The chip must be registered 



with Animal Services. Cats also have the option of wearing a county-approved identification collar with the 
license number marked on it in indelible ink. 
 
Å No person other than the property owner shall feed feral cats on public or private property unless authorized 
by the property owner in writing, a copy of which has been filed with Animal Services. 
 
Å All dogs must remain on the ownerôs property at all times unless they are on a leash under the direct 
control of the person in custody of the animal, even if the dog remains within your sight and hearing 
and is trained to obey your commands.  
 
Å Any dog or cat found roaming, wandering or running at large can be impounded by Animal Services. 
Cats will be held for up to 10 days and dogs will be held for up to 10 days, during which time the owner 
shall be notified if possible. 
 
Å Any person owning, caring for, harboring or keeping an animal must treat the animal humanely at all times. 
Any animal that is confined must have sufficient quantities of good wholesome food, water, and exercise on a 
daily basis, be kept in sanitary conditions, provided with sufficient room to stand up, turn around, and sit 
comfortably, have proper air ventilation and quality of air; be provided protection from the elements; and 
protection from excessive exposure to fleas, ticks, and other harmful insects or parasites. 
 
Å Outdoor dogs and cats must have appropriate shelter. 
 
Å Do not allow your dog or cat to be a neighborhood nuisance by barking, soiling or damaging property. 
 
Å Dogs that bite or aggressively chase or approach persons in public property or property other than the owner 
are subject to the State Dangerous Dog and Rabies Control Laws. 
 
Å It shall be the duty of Highlands County Sheriffôs Office Animal Services to take up, confine, hold, and 
possess any livestock that appears to have been abandoned and to dispose of that livestock as provided by 
county ordinance. 
 
Interference with Animal Services Officers is against the law 
 
(a) No individual shall interfere with an Animal Services officer while in the performance of his or her duties. 
(b) For purposes of county law, interference includes, but is not limited to: 
     (1) Striking or attempting to strike an Animal Services officer; 
     (2) Providing an Animal Services officer with false information; 
     (3) Taking or attempting to take, without authorization of HCSO Animal Services, any animal from any 
Animal Services officer performing his or her duties or from any animal trap or official vehicle used by HCSO 
Animal Services to transport animals or from the HCSO Animal Services Facility; and 
     (4) Taking or damaging any county property used in conjunction with the performance of an Animal 
Services officerôs duties. 
 

Is it legal to walk your dog without a leash in Florida? 

c. Dog owners must have their dog(s) under control at all times and on a leash not longer than eight
